St. Joseph School will follow the
guidelines established by the Diocese
of Buffalo. Grades 1 and 2 will use
letter grades (A, B, C, etc.) in all sub-
ject areas. A numerical grade will be
used in all subject areas for grades 3
-8. The passing grade for students in
these grades is 70%. Actual grades
will be recorded. The quarterly aver-
age will be calculated by using a
weighted formula based on the num-
ber of days a student spends on a
subject per week. First quarter

report cards will be
distributed on Friday,
November 18th.

They are to be
signed and re-
turned to the class-
room teacher the
next day.

In our effort to improve communi-
cation between parents and school,
we will again be using a telephone
broadcast system that will enable
school personnel to notify parents

by phone, within minutes of an
emergency or unplanned event that
causes early dismissal, school can-
cellation or late start. This service
may also be used from time -to-time
to communicate general announce-
ments or reminders. This service is
provided by SchoolReach, a company
that specializes in school -to-parent
communications. St. Joseph School
will continue to have school closings
listed under the Batavia City School
District, but will also use this

system as an overlay to public
announcements. When used, the

service will call the primary contact
phone number in our selected
parent contact lists and will deliver
a recorded message from the
school administrator. No answers
(phones ringing over 40 seconds)
and busies will be automatically
retried twice in fifteen minute
intervals after the initial call. In an
important effort to make the best
and most accurate use of
SchoolReach, we ask that you notify
the office if you change your phone
number or email address.
